Project background

Nature is a vital tool in the education and
development of preschool-aged children. How
many discoveries a child makes through
interaction with nature! Every living creature a
child encounters is unique. Natural materials
(sand, clay, water, snow, etc.) are also diverse,
and children love to play with them.
Preschoolers interact with nature at different
times of the year—from when the snow lies
fluffy white to when the gardens are in bloom.
No educational material can compare to nature
in the diversity and power of its developmental
impact on a child.

Nature's influence on a child's personal
development is linked to the development of
specific knowledge about its objects and
phenomena.

This project aims to introduce children to the
basic laws of nature, the behavior of animals




and insects, and the predictive power of
weather.

Post-project activities

The main outcome of this project is empathy
for life, which gradually develops into a desire
to care for living beings. Preschool children
engage in joint, environmentally oriented
activities with adults. Working in nature
deepens children's environmental
understanding and develops empathy, allowing
preschoolers to see the results of their
assistance to life and experience the joy of
friendly contact with the natural world. When
planning the educational process with children
as part of the educational project, preschool
teachers focus on integrating environmental
education content into everyday activities,
incorporating integrated and combined
activities into all children's activities, and
involving parents in the environmental
education process. The primary focus remains
on replenishing and updating the educational
development environment.
